Definition

The term “corporate communication” refers to communication between the following entities:

6)] holding companies and their subsidiaries;
(ii) related companies; and
(iii) corporations which have established business relationships with one another.

CLINT3

The terms “holding companies”, “subsidiaries” and “related companies” shall have the same meaning ascribed to
them in the Companies Act (Cap. 308).

With regard to (iii), a corporation which does not have any shareholding interest in another corporation shall
nonetheless be deemed to have established relationship with that other corporation if there is an existing business
relationship established through a consistent course of dealing between the two corporations. These relationships
would include, customer, supplier or distributor relationships. The Ministry would also allow VSAT links to be
established between entities for reasons other than commercial purposes (e.g. R & D) provided that the applicant
can prove that:

(a) it has the intention of establishing a relationship with other party for a reasonable period of time;
b) the VSAT link is necessary to meet the specific communication requirement of the applicant; and
(c) the VSAT link is to be used for the carriage of the applicant’s own traffic and not for

communication between third parties.
